COLUMBIA
Character Requirements



Columbia is a main character role.  As a main character, you are required to fulfill all the obligations laid out in the cast constitution/rules.  You can find them at www.midnightinsanity.com under the heading “Resources”, or sometimes the Producer has a copy or two onhand.  This role is open to Females Only!


To qualify for Columbia:



You must resemble the character in some way.  You may not be visibly under or overweight – you must be light enough for Eddie to swing you around comfortably.  Our cast is known for look-alike performers.  You are solely responsible for providing and caring for your own costume, wig (if needed) and makeup.  MI will not reimburse you for any expenses.  You must learn our blocking - you are not allowed to deviate from our blocking for any reason, unless it is otherwise approved by the Stage Director.



We prefer you to be 18 or over, but if you are at least 16, have a consent form signed by your parent(s) or guardian(s),  you look really similar to Columbia, and you really know the part and have a great costume, we can overlook this rule.



You must be comfortable being on-stage in front of a large number of people.  If you loose your character or get stage fright that prevents you from performing at your peak, a main character role is not for you.  Tap experience is a plus, and you must be lightweight - there is some swing dance-type tossing required.



You are required to maintain a detailed, complete, clean costume that is in convention condition at all times.  Any deviation from that will result in suspension from stage.  DETAILS ARE ESPECIALLY IMPORTANT, SO RESEARCH YOUR COSTUMES BEFORE SPENDING ANY MONEY!!!



Classifications are as follows:  




Main - Strong resemblance to the screen character, strong performance and 
convention quality costume, as well as good attendance record.  



Main Alternate - Only applies if there is more than one person who is Main quality for a  given role.  Unless we can find some reason why one is better than the other, the role will be scheduled and  alternated on a bi-weekly basis.  If one performer rises above the other, we will re-evaluate the situation.



Understudy - Knows the part, has some costume pieces, but isn’t as knowledgeable in the role as the Main / Main Alternates.  Must have strong aptitude, and is expected to perform at a moments notice.  The Understudy is the first person called when the Main or scheduled Main Alternate is not available to perform for some reason.  Is guaranteed one performance a month if the role isn’t Alternated.  Otherwise, performs as needed.  Is required to bring their costume and makeup to the theatre every weekend.  Performs as a Tranny or helps out on Tech when not needed to perform as main character.  Understudy classification is not enough to be a cast member - you must do other things when you are not performing, or pay to get in.




Alternate - Brand new to the part, maybe has some costume pieces.  The 
Alternate isn’t guaranteed any performance time, and is considered a last resort.  Is required to bring their 
costume and makeup to the theatre every weekend.  This position is usually held by someone on Tech or 
by a Tranny as they are rarely needed.  We do not require this position to be filled.

TO AUDITION FOR COLUMBIA -  IF YOU FEEL YOU MEET THE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ROLE, AND IF IT’S AVAILABLE, TALK TO THE STAGE DIRECTOR FIRST.  IF YOU ARE APPROVED, GET A COSTUME TOGETHER, ATTEND THE SHOW FOR 3 CONSECUTIVE MONTHS.  IF A ROLE IS FILLED, WE WILL NOT AUDITION OTHER PERFORMERS.  WE AUDITION UNTIL THE ROLE IS FILLED.  AN AUDITION IS NOT A GUARANTEE, AND WE ARE NOT REQUIRED TO GIVE YOU A REASON IF YOU ARE NOT SELECTED TO FILL A ROLE
